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1.    All pathological tests should be conducted by experienced/qualified lab technician 
and report should be signed by certified pathologist.

2.    Chest X-ray should be conducted by qualified/experienced X-ray technician and rep
ort should be signed certified Radiologist. Duly signed reports are to be submitted t
o the concerned Medical Officer of DVC Hospital. However, to avoid unnecessary ex
posure of the human body to the radiation, it is recommended to conduct chest X-r
ay once in every two years for those employees who have less than 10 years of exp
osure in the field. After 10 years it should be done on yearly basis or earlier dependi
ng on the development and/or progression of the disease. The service provider mus
t take care of this fact and accordingly chest X-ray should be done.

3.    All tests are to be carried out at the respective locations of the power plants ON AN
