1.2.2 Achieved in at least two financial years a Minimum financial turnover(in all classes of civil engineering construction works only) of 29987.00 Lakhs (Rs 22490.00 Lakhsx2x12 Months/18 Months) (usually not less than 2 times the estimated annual payments under this contract) Calculated as per Govt circular PWD.60.CRM.2021 Dated.08/11/2021) and updated to the financial year  in which the tenders are invited.
